RESPONSIBILITIES / DUTIES: 
• Cleaning and disinfecting of clinic space. 
• Cleaning of Clinic housing or other clinic administrative spaces, as needed. 
• Participate in infection control training. 
• Cleaning includes, but is not limited to: 

• Windows, floors, restrooms, and other areas to ensure patient and employee safety. 
• Disposal of wastes in wastebaskets; cleaning wastebaskets. 
• Appropriate disposal of medical waste products. 
• Dusting of furniture, fixtures, and equipment. 
• Replenishing soap and paper supplies. 
• Disinfecting areas where there may have been blood or bodily fluid contact. 
• Using various types of equipment such as vacuum cleaners, washing machines, etc. 
• Appropriate disposal of clinic waste products with consistent and accurate 

documentation.  
• Follow all policies and procedures. 
• Other duties as assigned. 

 
KNOWLEDGE AND ABILITIES 
• Good organizational skills as well as strong hygienic practice. 
 Ability to understand directions and mix cleaning agents according to manufacturer. 
 The ability to communicate effectively both oral and written. 
 Ability to work independently demonstrating effective problem-solving skills.

• Previous commercial cleaning experience preferred.  Training can be provided.
